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Lithuanian Prime
Minister Inga Ruginiene
and her cabinet stepped
down Tuesday after
changes to the ruling
coalition, setting the
stage for the Baltic
country’s third prime
minister in two years and
an incoming Government
that has pledged to
pursue a more pragmatic
relationship with China
after years of strained
ties.
Ruginiene’s Government

collapsed after the
centre-left Social
Democrats ended their
coalition agreement
earlier this month with
the scandal-ridden
populist Nemuno Ausra
party as one of its former
leaders faces allegations
of antisemitic rhetoric.
Remigijus Zemaitaitis, a
former lawmaker, was
fined 5,000 euros last
year by a Lithuanian
court after it found that
he had incited hatred
against Jews, grossly
downplayed Nazi
Germany’s crimes and
grossly minimized the
Holocaust in an offensive
and insulting manner in
social media posts and
public statements from
May and June 2023. The
case is now with the
appeals court as
prosecutors ask for a
stricter sentence.
Zemaitaitis has pleaded
not guilty.

India and the United States
opened high-level trade
talks on Tuesday aimed at
salvaging and recalibrating
a proposed bilateral trade
agreement after changes in
US tariff policy upended a
framework negotiated
earlier this year.

Commerce and Industry
Minister Piyush Goyal met
US Trade Representative
Jamieson Greer here as both
sides sought to conclude
an interim trade pact before
July 24, when Washington’s
temporary 10 per cent tariff
on imports from trading
partners is due to expire.

“Warm welcome to
@USTradeRep Amb Jamieson
Greer, @USAmbIndia Amb
Sergio Gor and their delega-
tion to @DoC_GoI. Looking
forward to productive discus-
sions on the bilateral trade
agreement between (India &
US),” Commerce and Industry
Minister Piyush Goyal said in
a post on X.

Greer’s two-day visit
comes days after Prime
Minister Narendra Modi and
US President Donald Trump
held their first meeting in
more than a year on the
sidelines of the G7 summit in
France on June 17, injecting
fresh momentum into trade
negotiations that both sides
see as critical to strengthen-

ing economic ties.
The talks are focused on

reworking a framework
agreement announced in
February that was built
around tariff commitments
later rendered uncertain by
a US Supreme Court ruling
striking down sweeping
tariffs announced by Trump.

The meeting at Vanijya
Bhawan, the headquarters
of the commerce ministry, is
also being attended by
Commerce Secretary Rajesh
Agrawal and India’s chief
negotiator Darpan Jain,
sources said.

It follows chief negotiator-
level discussions held in
New Delhi earlier this month
(June 2-4). Securing preferen-

tial tariff treatment has
become a central objective
for New Delhi after changes
in US trade policy eroded an
advantage India had expect-
ed to enjoy over regional
competitors such as
Vietnam and other ASEAN
economies.  Under the
February framework, the
United States had agreed to
reduce tariffs on Indian
goods to 18 per cent, lower
than duties facing several
competing exporters.
However, the subsequent
court  ruling and
Washington’s decision to
impose a temporary 10 per
cent tariff on imports from
all countries have forced
both sides to revisit key ele-

ments of the arrangement.
Agrawal on June 15 stated

that the discussions
between the two sides are
expected to be centred
around giving final touches
to the framework deal.

On June 17, US President
Donald Trump said the two
countries are “very close” to
finalise the trade agree-
ment.

Earlier on June 5, Goyal
said India and the US are
moving towards closing all
open ends of the interim
trade agreement, and both
sides are likely to execute
the “very, very vibrant” first
phase of the Bilateral Trade
Agreement (BTA) by the
middle of next month.

Chinese Foreign Minister Wang Yi
has said that it is “imperative” for
India and China to respect each
other’s “core interests” and take con-
crete actions to implement the
“important consensus” reached by
the leaders of both countries.

Wang, who is in New Delhi to
attend the BRICS NSA conference,
made the remarks during his
meeting with National Security
Advisor Ajit Doval on Monday,
according to China’s state-run
Xinhua news agency.

During their meeting, Wang and
Doval discussed the bilateral rela-
tions and progress of the normali-
sation process. Both Wang and

Doval are the Special
Representatives of the India-China
border issue.

India is an important neighbour
of China, and bilateral relations
have returned to the track of recov-
ery and improvement, said Wang,
who is also a member of the Political
Bureau of the ruling Communist
Party of China and director of the
Office of the Central Commission for
Foreign Affairs.

Wang noted that the leaders of
the two countries agreed that China
and India are partners instead of
rivals, thus forming the most impor-
tant strategic consensus between
the two sides, providing an impor-
tant impetus and strategic guaran-
tee for the healthy and stable devel-

opment of China-India relations,
according to an official press release
issued here on Monday night on the
Doval-Wang meeting.

As the two economies with the
largest populations, China and India
should not only view bilateral rela-
tions from a long-term perspective,
but also promote cooperation
between the two countries from a
global perspective, Wang said. He
noted that both sides should take
concrete actions to implement the
important consensus reached by the
leaders of the two countries,
promote their respective develop-
ment and revitalisation through
cooperation, and accelerate the
modernisation process of the Global
South. It is imperative to respect

each other’s core interests, proper-
ly handle sensitive issues, and place
the China-India border issue in an
appropriate position, so that it
doesn’t affect the overall situation
of bilateral relations, Wang said.

He also underlined the need to
advance the restoration of dialogue
mechanisms and promote
exchanges in various fields, such as
trade, finance, law enforcement
and media, Xinhua reported,
quoting the official press release. The
two sides should also actively guide
all sectors of society to form a
correct understanding, and lay a
solid public opinion and social
foundation for improving bilateral
relations, Wang added. Responding
to a question on Doval-Wang talks,

Chinese Foreign Ministry spokesper-
son Guo Jiakun told media here on
Tuesday that the China-India border
area is generally stable and the two
sides maintain open communica-
tion channels on border-related
issues.

“Both sides are actively imple-
menting the common understand-
ings reached in the 24th Round of
Talks Between the Special
Representatives of China and India
on the Boundary Question, and are
working hard in preparation for the
25th round of talks,” he said.

In New Delhi, External Affairs
Ministry spokesman Randhir Jaiswal
on Monday said that the Doval-
Wang discussions were “construc-
tive and forward-looking”. (PTI )

India, US begin high-level trade talks as two

nations rework deal amid tariff changes

Iranian President Masoud
Pezeshkian arrived in
Pakistan on Tuesday on a
day-long visit to discuss the
full implementation of all
clauses of an agreement
signed between Iran and the
US, as well as regional and
international developments
of mutual interest.

The Iranian leader landed
at Nur Khan airbase, where
he was received by President
Asif Ali Zardari, Prime Minister
Shehbaz Sharif and other
high officials, according to
state-run PTV. Separately,
Iranian Foreign Minister
Abbas Araghchi arrived here
from Muscat. He had travelled
to Muscat along with
Parliament Speaker and chief
negotiator Mohammad
Bagher Ghalibaf to hold high-
level talks with the Omani

leadership to discuss the
management of the Strait of
Hormuz. The Foreign Office
said earlier that President
Pezeshkian has been under-
taking the “State Visit” at the
invitation of Prime Minister
Sharif. President Pezeshkian,
accompanied by a high-level
delegation, arrived in
Islamabad aboard a special
aircraft  “Minab 168” to
honour the victims of the US
strikes on the country, partic-
ularly the 168 students from
Minab school who were killed
in the American attacks, offi-
cial media reported.

During his visit, Pezeshkian
will meet President Zardari
and hold talks with Prime
Minister Sharif. Deputy Prime
Minister Ishaq Dar, the Senate
chairman and the National
Assembly Speaker will also
meet with him.This is his
second visit to Pakistan in his
capacity as President of Iran. 

Ahead of his departure,
the Iranian president said
his visit “aims to secure full
implementation of the mem-
orandum under internation-
al law”. He added that the
agreement would help
strengthen stability and secu-

rity in West Asia, state-run
Press TV reported.

In a post on X, Pezeshkian
cautioned that “the effective-
ness of the talks depends on
full commitment to the
agreed obligations and their
precise implementation.”

“Progress on this path will be
measured by practical adher-
ence to accepted responsibil-
ities. Statements outside the
agreed text do not help
advance the negotiations,”
he added. During the visit, the
two sides will review the full

spectrum of bilateral rela-
tions and explore new
avenues to deepen coopera-
tion across diverse sectors,
including trade, energy,
border security, people-to-
people exchanges, and
regional connectivity, the
Foreign Office said. The visit
will also provide an important
opportunity to discuss
ongoing diplomatic engage-
ments following the signing of
the Islamabad Memorandum
of Understanding, as well as
regional and international
developments of mutual
interest, it added.

His visit comes after Iran
held talks with the US in
Switzerland, where the two
sides agreed on a roadmap to
seal a final deal in 60 days. 

The high-level talks at the
Lake Lucerne Summit in
Switzerland, held on Sunday
and Monday, took place
under the framework of the

Islamabad Memorandum of
Understanding (MoU) signed
by the US and Iran on
Thursday to advance negoti-
ations on regional security
and other contentious issues.  

Security was on high alert
in Islamabad due to the
Iranian leader’s visit. The
Government  closed bus ter-
minals in the capital to restrict
the movement of people
coming to the city. The Red
Zone has been closed.

Even the Islamabad High
Court and the Federal
Constitutional Court post-
poned the hearing of cases as
both courts are in the high-
security Red Zone, where vis-
itors are not allowed today.

The US and Iran signed the
Islamabad Memorandum of
Understanding (MoU) on
Thursday to restore peace in
West Asia, advance negotia-
tions on regional security and
other contentious issues. (PTI )
