The temporary de-recogni-
tion by the IIT Madras

management of the Ambedkar
Periyar Study Circle, a Left ini-
tiative at IIT Madras campus
has succeeded in uniting the
Opposition parties in Tamil
Nadu barring the BJP which
were otherwise struggling to
find a common ground to
work together. Sunday saw M
Karunanidhi, the grand old
man of Indian politics, asking
for the immediate intervention
of Prime Minister Narendra
Modi to resolve the crisis gen-
erated by the de-recognition of
the APSC.

According to Karunanidhi
(93), the IIT Madras has turned
into a war zone because of the
IIT-M management’s decision
to de-recognise the APSC.
“The de-recognition of APSC
should be revoked immediate-
ly to ensure that peace is
returned to the IIT campus.
Because of this action, the oth-
erwise peaceful campus has

turned into a war zone,” said
Karunanidhi. He blamed the
ruling AIADMK for its silence
over the issue which has given
an impression that it too was
following the policy of foment-
ing communal polarisation.

Except for the BJP, all major
parties and caste groups have
come out in the open chal-

lenging the de-recognition of
the APSC based on an anony-
mous letter. The BJP leadership
in Tamil Nadu questioned the
propriety of the APSC making
use of the facilities in a politi-
cally neutral educational cam-
pus to criticise centre.

Meanwhile, leaders of the
APSC said they would strive
hard to set up branches in all
educational institutions, includ-
ing all IITs in the country.
Sources in IIT Madras said the
APSC was a brainchild of the
CPI(M). “The appointment of
Sitaram Yechury as CPI(M)
general secretary has given us
a major psychological boost.
Our objective is to highlight the
high discrimination prevail-
ing in IIT staff appointment,”
said one of the student activists.

Akhil, a APSC activist , fur-
nished details of an RTI data
from the IIT-M management
which mentions that out of the
536 teaching staff in IIT Madras,
only 13 were from the SC and
ST categories. “Even the OBC
sections have not received the
mandatory quota,” said Akhil.

Kerala bypoll: Aruvikkara to
witness tough triangular fight

With the BJP deciding to
field senior leader and

former Union Minister O
Rajagopal as its candidate for
the June 27 Assembly bypoll in
Aruvikkara, it has become
clear that the constituency in
Kerala’s Thiruvananthapuram
district will witness a tough tri-
angular electoral battle. The
bypoll was necessitated by 
the death of Speaker G
Karthikeyan of the Congress,
who had been representing the
constituency, in March.

The scam-beleaguered
Congress-led ruling UDF had
on Saturday announced the
name of KS Sabarinath, son of
Karthikeyan, for candidature in
an admission of its own uncer-
tainty over its ability to win this
by-poll in a political battle. It
was also an admission of the
UDF’s conviction that the only
chance it had got was to bank
on the sympathy factor.

The by-poll is extremely
crucial for the UDF whose
Government is under a shad-
ow of corruption with two
senior Ministers facing
Vigilance probe over the charge
of accepting crores of rupees as
bribe from the State’s bar own-
ers. The coalition itself is in big
trouble due to feud among
constituent parties and intense
group war in the Congress.

The CPI(M)-led LDF, for
which the by-poll is important
as it has to prove its capability of
returning to power, had declared
top Marxist leader M
Vijayakumar, former State
Minister and former Speaker, as
its candidate on Friday itself. The

LDF will launch its campaign in
Aruvikkara with a grand con-
vention on Wednesday.

Aruvikkara (formerly
Aryanad) is known as a tradi-
tional UDF stronghold which
was being represented by
Karthikeyan since 1991. He
had won the last election there
by a margin of 10,674 votes.
However, the Assembly seg-
ment had shown some change
in this trend in the last Lok
Sabha election when the LDF
candidate had claimed a 4,000-
vote lead over the UDF.

“The State BJP leadership
has decided to recommend
the name of Rajagopal for can-
didature in Aruvikkara for the
approval of the central leader-
ship,” Kerala party chief V
Muraleedharan said in
Thiruvananthapuram on
Sunday, adding that there was
the need of a candidate who
could take on both the UDF
and LDF.

The State BJP leadership
picked Rajagopal as candidate
rejecting the names proposed by
the party’s
Thiruvananthapuram district
committee. Rajagopal’s mission
is to see if the party can open its
electoral account in the State
through this by-poll. The lead-
ership feels that the party has a
fair chance to win the by-poll in
Aruvikkara where it has thou-
sands of enrolled members.

Rajagopal’s track-record of

claiming the second place in
the Thiruvananthapuram Lok
Sabha seat in the 2014 election
and of taking the BJP vote-
share up to over 30,000 from a
mere 6,000 in the
Neyyattinkara Assembly seat in
the 2012 by-election was the
main reason for the leadership’s
decision to select him as can-
didate for the by-poll.

Poll-watchers feel that
Rajagopal’s arrival on the by-
poll scene has created appre-
hensions in the minds of the
campaign managers of both the
LDF and the UDF. “They don’t
think that Rajagopal will win
but they are uncertain about
whose votes he will be taking
away,” said a senior journalist.

Meanwhile, election fever
has gripped Aruvikkara with
both the main fronts, the UDF
and LDF, starting electioneer-
ing across the constituency.
UDF candidate Sabarinath and
LDF’s Vijayakumar met voters
in many parts of the con-
stituency on Sunday. Panchayat
and booth-level campaign
meets are to begin shortly.

However, it was clear on
Sunday that Sabarinath and the
UDF had nothing more than
the sympathy factor to bank on.
“I can see the people of
Aruvikkara extending to me
almost the same love they had
shown to my father. That is giv-
ing me a lot of confidence. I am
sure the UDF will win this by-
poll,” he said.

Vijayakumar challenged
the UDF to fight the by-poll
politically. “Is an election about
a death, grief and sentiments or
is it political? The UDF has
already conceded defeat by
making Karthikeyan’s son the
candidate. They will lose it,” he
said. However, he admitted
that a defeat in Aruvikkara
would seriously affect the cred-
ibility of the LDF as
Opposition.

BJP picks
Rajagopal as
candidate

In a big embarrassment to the
Opposition Telugu Desam

party in Telangana, the Anti
Corruption Bureau (ACB)
caught its senior leader and
MLA Revanth Reddy while
allegedly offering bribe to nom-
inated Anglo Indian MLA Elvis
Stephenson on Sunday.

ACB Deputy Superint-
endent Ashok Kumar said that
Revant Reddy along with two
others was detained along with
`50 lakh cash when they had
gone to the house of the nom-
inated MLA’s friend at Pushpa
Nilayam in Lalguda area of
Secunderabad.

The MLA who was facing
the attempt by the TDP MLA
to lure him to vote for the TDP
candidate in Telangana
Legislative Council elections
had lodged a complaint to the
ACB three days ago. On receipt
of information that Revanth
Reddy was coming to pay the
cash to the nominate MLA, the
ACB officials laid a trap and
caught him red handed. ACB
said that the entire episode was
recorded through hidden
mikes and video cameras.

“The offer made was for ̀ 5
crore and we have seized `50
lakhs”, the DSP said. “We have
booked a case against the MLA

under the Prevention of
Corruption Act and the
Representation of People’s Act”,
he said. But Revanth Reddy
denied any wrong doing and
alleged that it was a conspira-
cy hatched by the Chief
Minister K Chandrasekhar Rao
to frame him in this case. “I am
not contesting the Legislative
Council elections. So where is
the question of my giving bribe
to any body”, said Revanth
Reddy who had a running bat-
tle with the Chief Minister and
the TRS over the last one year.

A delegation of Telangana
Telugu Desam party led by its
state president L Ramanna met
the Director General of Police
Anurag Sharma and alleged
that it was a political conspir-
acy to frame the TDP leader-
ship. They also feared for the
life of Revanth Reddy who
was in ACB custody. 

Telangana TDP MLA
caught while bribing
nominated MLA

Three infiltrators have been
killed in an ongoing gun-

battle in north Kashmir’s
Tangdhar pocket of Kupwara
district after Army tracked
down a group of heavily
armed militants who had
recently crossed the Line of
Control (LoC).

The encounter had trig-
gered around 4 am on Sunday
when Army personnel encir-
cled two residential houses at
Bakhiyan village in Tangdhar
pocket. The Army had specific
information that a group of
three to five infiltrators has
sneaked in and moved a few
furlongs ahead of the LoC.

Around 14 civilian resi-
dents of the two houses were
safely evacuated before the
exchange of fire triggered off
between holed up militants
and the Army.

A spokesman of the
Srinagar based XV Corps con-
firmed late in the evening that
three heavily armed militants
holed up in one of the two res-
idential houses have been
killed. He said no civilian or
other causalities are reported
so far adding the operation to
flush out more militants is
continuing.

“In the ongoing operation
three terrorists have been
killed and three weapons
recovered. The operation is
sti l l  in progress”,  the

spokesman said in a brief
statement.

Last week three soldiers
and an unidentified militant
were killed in a fierce gun-
battle in the same area on
May 25.

The situation along the
LoC had remained by and
large peaceful this year but the
two infiltration attempts lead-
ing to death of three soldiers
and four militants in a week’s
time has brought the Line of
Control dividing two parts of
Kashmir into focus again.

The Army maintains that
it is well-equipped to tackle
the infiltration threat through
alertness of soldiers and
advanced technological and
intelligence network.

UP FSDA raids
stores, no
decision on
Maggi ban

Even as the Uttar Pradesh
Government has launched

a Statewide special drive to
raid the stores selling Maggi
noodles of old batch, it is yet
to take a final call on banning
sale of the brand in the State.

Officials of the Uttar
Pradesh Food Safety and
Drug Administration (FSDA)
confirmed that raids were
being conducted in different
parts of the State to seize
Maggi noodles.  The 
samples of Maggi and other
instant noodles were being
sent to the lab for tests, a
senior of f icia l  told The
Pioneer here on Sunday.

Despite it being Sunday,
Food Inspectors carried out
raids in Moradabad, Gonda,
Kannauj, Jaulan and Meerut.
“We are waiting for the final
report from the lab. Then
only we can take a call
whether sale of Maggi should
be banned in Uttar Pradesh,”
the official said.

He said the authorities
were seizing the noodles of
2014 make, which is said to be
have excessive lead contents.

Many prominent social
organisations are protesting
against the adulterated Maggi
noodles and are demanding
its total ban.
